Game nights can be confusing when the Poms perform, cheerleaders cheer, football players play, and the band performs.  Students involved in these activities can make both work on the same night.  The band performs at two different times during the football game:  Pregame and Halftime.

Poms:  Do not perform pre-game at all, do perform half time.

The poms squad performs at half time right before the band. Varsity Football:  Will NOT perform with the band at all on a game night.
