Friday will be a shortened day followed by a cookout.

First Home Football Game/Contest—The first performance of the band will be early this season on Friday, August 29th.  The first Marching Contest is Saturday, Sept. 13th.  Mr. Jones will pass out a practice schedule for the season during band camp week.  


Uniforms—Uniforms will need to be fitted in the next week.  Freshman will need to be measured and other members may need adjustments.  Michelle Trone will try to coordinate with Mr. Jones this week to finalize items.  Mr. Jones mentioned group purchases for band shoes, lyres, and flip folders.


Band Trip for 2009—Mr. Jones did some research on the last band trip to Nashville in 2005.  The final cost per student was about $310.00.  While New Orleans was mentioned at the last meeting, gas prices might make a trip that great a distance prohibitive.  Mr. Jones passed out a short survey to band parents at the meeting tonight about costs they would be willing to spend, percentage desired from fund raising efforts, and the dates of return since the trip will be ending shortly before Easter.  He will research some options and report back.

Uniform Committee—Organize uniforms and help students setup before performances

Chili Supper—Major fundraiser during the Friday night Homecoming Game

Friendship Festival Parade—Provide drinking water (“water buffalo”) for bands

Band Camp Week—Provide water daily for students and cookout on Friday

Car Wash—Fundraiser held the Sat. after Band Camp at K-Mart

New Business
Band Camp Week—Crystal Keller will chair this committee this year.  Bev Ruckle will help provide water on Monday and Wednesday.  Kerri Shaffer will provide water on Thursday.  Crystal Keller will contact Hy-Vee and Stan Markland about the cookout foods.

Car Wash—K-Mart has reserved the August 16th for the Band.  Someone will try to contact Randy Van Middlesworth about serving again as chair.  Discussion arose about tabulating donations for the students’ trip accounts.  Michelle Trone moved, seconded by Carolyn Horr, to continue to offer pledge sheets as a type of fundraising.  Donations will also be accepted in a students’ name.
