Since the Color Guard uniforms are not yet in, the first game will be with the band dressed informally in jeans, Band T-shirts, and black shoes.


Mid-Illini Marching Contest—This event is Monday, Sept. 8th, at 6:30 pm at Limestone High School.  Michelle Trone said she will need bus chaperones for this event.


Marching Band Contest at Morton—Our first Marching Contest is Saturday, Sept. 13th at Morton.  Canton will be the first band performing at 3:00 p.m.  Michelle Trone also will need bus chaperones for this contest as well.

Results of Band Trip Mini-Survey—A short survey taken at the last meeting revealed a wide variety of financial needs among those responding.  Many of the performing options on trips involve weekend performances.  However, we have the constraints of the IHSA Chorus Organizational Contest on Saturday, April 4, 2009, and Easter Sunday on April 11, 2009.  Mr. Jones will hold a special meeting on Tuesday, Sept. 2, 2008, at 7 p.m. to discuss the trip.  Several parents said there was confusion about which students were eligible for the trip.  Examples included freshman not in marching band, students not in marching band, but in band Spring semester, students only in jazz band, etc.  It was suggested that a letter go out to the parents explaining more details about the trip.  More discussion/clarification may also be needed regarding student accounts.  Another parent suggested more information go out during the 8th grade year about the P&O Club and its activities.
