Next year the club should contact the Reserve and the Friendship Festival Parade organizers in early August to be sure the water buffalo is available.    Michelle Trone said parade uniform distribution went well.

New Business


Chili Supper—Danette Wilkinson reported that although there were some newer donors of small items this year, some previous larger donors did not participate so the cost to the band might be greater than last year.   Letters should go out this week to remind students to turn in ticket money.  Extra tickets can be obtained from Mr. Jones.  Danette could use about 26 more people to help.

Dave Lewis Fundraiser—Dave Lewis Photography is sponsoring a raffle for 3 family portraits with the proceeds going toward the Band Trip.  Each student should have received 10-$1 tickets.  The drawing will be at the October 24th Varsity Football Game.  Tickets were provided by Oaks Hines Funeral Home.


Band Trip—Rick Klinedinst explained that a band trip has been held every 4 years so every student has a chance for a trip during their high school years.  It is for all marching band, freshman band, and concert/symphonic band members.  The club is trying to put together a good trip that is affordable.  The trip is tentatively scheduled for April 4-10, 2009 to Orlando, Florida.  The cost of $650 per student includes:

· Bus transportation

· 3 day pass to Disney Parks

· Music workshops

· Performance at Disney

· Stop at a Florida beach

· Four nights stay (4 students/room)

· $10 per meal/3 meals per day except for 4 breakfasts provided at the hotel.  Meals may

cost more

· Miniature golf

· 1 chaperone to every 12 students

The club will need a commitment and down payment of $85 per student by mid-October.  Installments of $150 will be due Nov. 15, 2008, January 15, 2009, and balance due Feb. 15, 2009.  Each student will have numerous opportunities to raise money to help offset their cost.  Some already may have money in their accounts.  These amounts will reduce the final payment.  No refunds will be given after Nov. 15, 2008.  An informational letter, tentative itinerary, and commitment form will go out in the next week.  There was discussion about chaperone selection, responsibilities, and discounted trip costs for chaperones.  There may be possibilities for others to ride the bus if there are available seats or to coordinate a family trip to coincide with this trip.

Fundraising Committee—Discussion arose about many types of fundraising efforts.  A committee was formed to pursue this topic.  Some ideas were:  selling jewelry, Krispy Kreme donuts, candy bars, or candles; having businesses sponsor a child; having a donation jar for the trip at the chili supper and concerts; mentioning the trip at concerts for grandparents and parents to consider Christmas gifts of trip money; gift wrapping and babysitting services; a thermometer chart of miles sponsored by many businesses and individuals to chart the trip; indoor garage sales; raking leaves; shoveling snow; and more.  This committee will try to meet in the next week or two get started.
