New Business


Band Trip—Andrea Freitag reported that there will be a final call for all students about attending the trip.  While the deadline for trip sign up and down payment has passed, we had definite commitments from only about 76 of the possible 110 students.  Given the lower numbers we may only need two buses and only 7-8 chaperones.  We hope to finalize the number of students and buses by the end of the week.

Fundraising—Rick Klinedinst reported on various fundraising activities:

· Candy Bars—We purchased 100 boxes upfront.  We ran out of candy to sell at Hy-Vee, Kroger’s, and Family Video.  Students are still selling individual boxes.  The students earn 45 cents per $1.00 bar sold.

· Krispy Kreme Donuts—Orders will continue until Friday.  Donuts will be delivered on Friday, November 7th, at Monicals from 7am to 9am. 

· Leaf Raking—Students have signed up for leaf raking.  There should be an ad in the newspaper.  We are looking at the weekends of November 8th and 15th.  Donations will be accepted for all the work done and will be split into the accounts of those raking.

· Christmas Fundraiser Nov. 17th-Dec. 1st--There will be four items sold: Gold Canyon Candles (Michelle Trone), Drawstring CHS nylon bags (Rick Klinedinst), braided bread (Bev Ruckles), and Lia Sophia Jewelry (Tina Selkirk).  Students receive 40% of candle sales, $7.00 for every $10.00 drawstring bag sold, and $4.40 for each $11.00 braided bread loaf sold.  Tina Selkirk reported on Lia Sophia Jewelry.  The students will have a sheet of selected items for sale.  They will receive 10% on sales of $2000 or 15% on sales of $4000, or 30% on sales of $6000.  There are also prizes for the top two student sellers.
