Pep Band—Mr. Jones said he has received requests for the band to play at some of the girls’ basketball games as well as the boys’ games.  The students are usually required to play at half of the scheduled games chosen.  A finalized list is forthcoming, but the first Pep Band is December 9th.

All-District Jazz Band—Senior Tim Horr played at the All-District Jazz Band on November 14th.  All-State selections will be announced after Nov. 23rd. 

Jazz Band—A selection of Jazz Band performance dates is being finalized.  Tentative dates include Saturday, Jan. 24, 2009, at Illinois Wesleyan; Saturday, Feb. 21, 2009 at Western Illinois University; and Tuesday, Feb. 24, 2009 at Bradley University.  A performance at Dunlap High School might also be included.
